ORDER AND FINAL JUDGMENT DISMISSING

Upon (i) the motion of Defendants General Motors Corp. (n/k/a Motors 

Liquidation Company), Kent Kresa, and Frederick A. Henderson, dated July 16, 2009, (ii) the 

motion of Defendant Wilmington Trust Company, dated July 16, 2009, and (iii) the amended 

motion of the United States of America, on behalf of Defendants Timothy F. Geithner, Steven 

Rattner, Ron Bloom, Matthew Feldman, and Harry J. Wilson, dated July 21, 2009 (collectively, 

the “Motions”), for an order dismissing the adversary proceeding (the “Adversary 

Proceeding”), pursuant to Rules 8, 12(b), and/or 23.1 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure, 

made applicable herein by Rules 7008, 7012, and 7023.1 of the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy 

Procedure, all as more fully described in the Motions; and after notice and a hearing and

consideration of the Plaintiff’s response to each of the Motions; and it appearing that no other or 

further notice need be provided; and the Court having heard and considered the written 

submissions and oral arguments by all parties; and upon all of the proceedings had before the 

Court; and for the reasons stated by the Court on the record and after due deliberation and 

sufficient cause appearing therefor, it is 

ORDERED AND ADJUDGED that:  

1. The Motions are granted; 

2. The Adversary Proceeding is dismissed with prejudice; 

3. The Plaintiff is denied leave to file an amended complaint; and 

4. This Court shall retain jurisdiction to the maximum extent permitted by 

law to hear and determine all matters arising from or related to this Order.
