SUPPLEMENTAL ORDER GRANTING 199TH OMNIBUS OBJECTION TO CLAIMS

Upon the 199th omnibus objection, dated January 27, 2011 (ECF No. 8910) (the 

“199th Omnibus Objection to Claims”), of Motors Liquidation Company (f/k/a General 

Motors Corporation) and its affiliated debtors, as debtors in possession (collectively, the 

“Debtors”), filed pursuant to section 502(b) of title 11, United States Code (the “Bankruptcy 

Code”), Rule 3007(d) of the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure (the “Bankruptcy Rules”), 

seeking entry of an order disallowing the Claims for Preferred Stock,1 and reclassifying those 

Claims for Preferred Stock as equity interests, all as more fully described in the 199th Omnibus 

Objection to Claims; and due and proper notice of the 199th Omnibus Objection to Claims 

having been provided, and it appearing that no other or further notice need be provided; and 

Robert Nann having made an informal response to the 199th Omnibus Objection to Claims; and 

Robert Nann having now consented to the disallowance of his claim; and a hearing on the 199th 

Omnibus Objection to Claims having been held on November 22, 2011 (the “Hearing”); and the 

Court having found and determined that the relief sought in the 199th Omnibus Objection to 

                                                 
1  Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined herein shall have the meanings 
ascribed to such terms in the 199th Omnibus Objection to Claims.

ORDERED that, pursuant to section 502(b) of the Bankruptcy Code, Claim No. 

3141 filed by Robert Nann is disallowed and expunged; and it is further 

ORDERED that this Court shall retain jurisdiction to hear and determine all 

matters arising from or related to this Order.
