Brochey, Daniel J. Matteo, and Starleen E. Matteo (the “Brochey Plaintiffs”) by confirming that 

they are preliminarily enjoined from further prosecuting the Brochey Ignition Switch Action 

until further Order of this Court; and notice of the Application having been given as set forth in 

the Application, and it appearing that no other or further notice need be given; and the Court 

having found and determined that the legal and factual bases set forth in the Application 

establish just cause for the relief granted herein; and after due deliberation and sufficient cause 

appearing therefore, it is hereby 

ORDERED that the Application is GRANTED as set forth herein; and it is further 

ORDERED that the terms of the Stay Stipulation previously provided to the Brochey 

Plaintiffs are hereby fully binding on the Brochey Plaintiffs as if they executed same; and it is
