Pursuant to Rule 8006 of the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure,
Motors Liquidation Company (f/k/a General Motors CorporatiddM®)) and its
affiliated debtors, as debtors (collectively, tiebtors’), submit the following
statement of issues presented on appeal and counterdesignation of additionalliEems t
included in the record in connection with the appeal of Jin Ah Lee, by her estate
representatives, Jungil Lee, Sang Chul Lee, and Dukson Le€’ @r the “Rollover
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Class Plaintiffs’) from the decision and order of the United States Bankruptcy Court for
the Southern District of New York (th&ankruptcy Court”) (Robert E. Gerber, J.),
authorizing and approving the sale of assets pursuant to the Amended and Restated
Master Sale and Purchase Agreement with NGMCO, Inc., a U.S. Treasury-&ponsor
