Shares End Mixed as Fed Holds Rates Steady

Shares closed mixed on
Wednesday after the Federal Re-
serve reiterated its intention to
keep interest rates low for the
foreseeable future to ensure a
sustainable economic recovery.

Wall Street trimmed its gains
on news that the Fed voted unan-
imously to keep benchmark bor-
rowing costs in a range of zero to
0.25 percent, which are record
lows.

The central bank’s policy-mak-
ing committee also reminded
markets that it would allow most
of its special liquidity facilities,
which have helped bolster the
banking system since last year’s
credit crisis, to expire by early
next year.

“The liquidity pullback, people
are looking at it and saying we’re
not going to get that free run that
we’ve had in the stock market,
we’re not going to have all that
free capital that we had previ-
ously,” said Dan Cook, senior
market analyst at IG Markets.
“That will have people con-
cerned, heading into the new
year.”

Financial stocks, which had ini-
tially climbed after reports that
banking regulators would give in-

stitutions a grace period before
enforcing more stringent capital
rules, also slipped after the Fed’s
statement.

By the end of the day, the Dow
Jones industrial average was
down 10.88 points, or 0.10 percent,
at 10,441.12. But the Standard &
Poor’s 500-stock index gained
1.25 points to 1,109.18. The Nasdaq
added 5.86 points, or 0.27 percent,
to 2,206.91.

After the closing bell, Citigroup
shares slid 5.2 percent to $3.27, on
reports that the bank’s equity of-
fering had been priced at $3.15 a

share. The chip maker Intel slid
2.1 percent to $19.38 after the fed-
eral government accused the
company of using its market
dominance to stifle competition.
Honeywell International, the
largest maker of cockpit electron-
ics, dropped 2.1 percent, to $40.37,
after it forecast a drop of 13 to 21
percent in net profit next year.
Among other factors of note to
investors was news from Wash-
ington that two bills were intro-
duced to reinstate the 1930s-era
Glass-Steagall Act to split com-
mercial and investment banking.

Credit Suisse Settles Inquiry Over Iran Sanctions

They referred to banks
code names like “Iron”
“Wood.” Sometimes they
used initials.

For nearly two decades, em-
ployees of Credit Suisse, Switzer-
land’s second-largest bank after
UBS, helped their clients in Iran
and other countries avoid sanc-
tions by concealing their identi-
ties when they did business with
the United States, federal and
New York State authorities said
at separate news conferences on
Wednesday.

Credit Suisse ended the prac-
ticing of helping its clients skirt
sanctions in 2006 and agreed to
pay federal and state authorities
$536 million to settle the charges.

“Credit Suisse abused its
standing as a leader in interna-
tional banking by intentionally

with

processing these illegal pay-
ments through U.S. banks,” Rob-
ert M. Morgenthau, the Manhat-
tan district attorney, told report-
ers in his office.

The announcement was the
culmination of a two-year joint in-
vestigation by Mr. Morgenthau’s
office, and the Justice Depart-
ment and Treasury Department.

Credit Suisse routinely manip-
ulated wire transfer orders to
conceal their origins, the authori-
ties said. From 2002 to 2006, the
Swiss bank processed more than
$700 million worth of payments
through the United States for
banks banned from doing busi-
ness in the country, the authori-
ties said. In addition to Iran, the
banks were from Libya and Su-
dan, the authorities said.

Mr. Morgenthau said investi-
gators found another $1.1 billion

worth of transactions dating back
to the late 1980s for Iranian banks
that were not necessarily subject
to sanctions.

The money will be split evenly
among the federal authorities
and Mr. Morgenthau’s office.

It was the second settlement
this year that resulted from a
joint investigation with the Man-
hattan district attorney’s office
and federal authorities.

In January, the British bank
Lloyds TSB Group agreed to pay
$350 million after admitting to
helping illicitly funnel money
from Iran and other countries
through American banks.

“Why would a bank like Lloyds
or Credit Suisse risk this?” Mr.
Morgenthau said. “They were
making money on the deposits
put in their bank by the Iranian
banks. That’s the incentive.”

peek at artifacts in Vatican’s ‘secret’ archives

Papal history, from Ghengis
Khan to modern-day letters

VATICAN CITY — The movie Angels & Demons
portrays the Vatican Secret Archives as a high-tech
marvel, with its holdings protected in a low-oxygen
environment encased in bulletproof glass.

The reality is more old-fashioned: Storage areas
are not even air-conditioned, and researchers still
consult a handwritten card catalog.

Yet one thing Hollywood hasn’t exaggerated is
the value of the archives’ collection, which spans
1,200 years and documents the story of the papacy
in its dealings with princes, potentates, heretics and
saints around the world. A sampling of those trea-
sures is available in a new book, The Vatican Secret
Archives, from the Belgian publisher VdH Books. It
has high-quality reproductions of 105 documents,
19 of which have never been published before.

A 13th-century letter from the grandson of
Ghengis Khan to Pope Innocent IV includes, in its
seal, one of the earliest examples of written Mongo-
lian. In the letter, the Mongol emperor orders the
pope to “pay service and homage to us” (an
invitation Innocent did not accept).

One of the many reminders of the papacy’s once-

great geopolitical role is found in a 1493 bull of
Pope Alexander VI, granting Spain’s King Ferdinand
and Queen Isabella dominion over the New World
discovered by Columbus the previous year.

A 1586 letter to Pope Sixtus V from Mary, Queen
of Scots, was written a few months before she was
beheaded for plotting against her cousin, England’s
Queen Elizabeth 1. Mary asks forgiveness for her
sins and warns the pope of treacherous cardinals.

In a 1550 letter, Michelangelo complains that a
long papal conclave has interrupted his work on the
dome of St. Peter’s Basilica, and he needs money.

One of the most remarkable selections in the
book is an 1887 letter from Canadian Indians to

Pope Leo XIII. Written on birch bark, the letter is
dated “where there is much grass, in the month of
the flowers” (Grassy Lake, Ontario, in May) and ad-
dresses the pope as the “Great Master of Prayer, he
who holds the place of Jesus.”

Such an object is, of course, too fragile to be
handled by visitors; researchers ordinarily view the
archives’ medieval holdings on CD-ROM.

The institution as a whole has been open to
scholars since 1881; some 1,500 pass through its
reading room every year. Contrary to Angels & De-
mons, the Harvard professor played by Tom Hanks
would have had no difficulty getting a user’s pass.

But the Vatican restricts access to documents af-
ter a certain date. Researchers can currently consult
holdings through the reign of Pope Pius XI, who
died in 1939. That restriction has frustrated those
with questions about Pope Pius XII, who critics say
did not do or say enough to stop the Holocaust.

Historians and Jewish leaders have called for the
opening of the archives from that period, but the
Vatican said last year that it would be unable to
oblige them before 2014. The reason, archivists say,
is simply technical: More than 15,000 envelopes
and about 2,500 bound volumes of documents first
need to be catalogued and prepared.

With the advent of e-mail, the challenge will be
even greater for future pontificates. Under Vatican
rules, every piece of electronic correspondence
must be preserved in the form of a printed copy.

« Keep all gutters and down-
spouts clear. Make certain that
leaves, sticks and debris are
removed completely from your
home’s gutters and downspouts.

+ Keep your attic chilly. The
most effective way to eliminate
ice dams is to stop snowmelt by
making the roof colder. This can
be achieved by insulating the
floor of the attic and under the
roof, and by blocking all crev-
ices (known as bypasses) where
warm air from the interior can
rise into the attic.

« [dentify water entry points
within the home. You may wish
to contact a contractor to locate
these entry points and take the

appropriate actions to create a
waterproof barrier.

+ Protect your roof with some
extra help. If you're still getting
ice dams after insulating and
ventilating, consider installing
extra protectlon along your
eaves. An ice belt, a solid, metal
flashing, allows snow to easily

slide off it while providing a bar-

rier for melted snow. Electrical
heat tracing can help if an ice
dam starts forming, meltmg it
away with one flip of a switch.

+ Keep a lookout for giant
icicles. One of the first warning
signs of possible ice dams - and
definitely poor insulation and
ventilation - are giant icicles
hanging from the eaves.

- If possible, keep snow off
the roof with a roof rake. Use

aroof rake or push broom to
reduce the amount of snow that
could melt. Do niot climb on the
roof to clear the snow as serious
injury may result. Also, be cau-
tious of electrical wires.

- To melt the ice, bring new
life to an old set of legs. Placing
old nylon stockings filled with
ice melt - containing magnesium
chloride, potassium chloride,
and/or calcium chloride - on
an ice dam is an effective way
to melt the dam and create a
channel for the water to run off.
Be certain to lay the stockings
perpendicular to the gutter near
the edge of the roof.

In an emergency situation,
where water is seeping into the
house, the best advice is to notify
a professional contractor.

John Mallery, director of comput-
er forensics for BKD in Kansas City,

looking for unusual things such as
large consulting fees or unexplained
changes in inventory.

Bryan Moser, director of Grant
Thornton LLP’s forensics investiga-
tion and litigation practice in McClain,
Va., said that discovering a scam in a
business often comes down to find-
ing trends. Anything different than ex-
pected should be investigated.
~“Company management and busi-
ness owners just really need to under-
stand what is going on,” Moser said.
“That is where many business own-
ers get into trouble. ... You want to hire

good people and give them the author- -

ity and latitude to operate the business
and do things well. At the same time, if
you get to a point where you are so de-_
tached from the business, that you re-
ally don’t understand the basis for re-
sults or why things are happening, it
could really become an issue.”

BKD’s Mallery recommended doing
background checks, including credit

checks of anyone with access to finan-

cial information. It could show that

someone is facing financial pressure.

“Sometimes employees see Oppor-
tunity that two years ago they never
would have thought about it, but now

- they are financially stressed and more
willing,” Mallery said. “If you find out

someone is under financial pressure,
you could help them get back on their
feet and instead of having a problem
employee, you have a loyal one.”
