Creditor
A creditor is the person, corporation. or other entity owed a debt
by the debtor on the date of the bankrupicy filing.

Cinim

A claim is the creditor’s right 1o receive payment on a debt that
was owed by the Debtor on the date of the bankruptcy filing. See
11 US.C. § 101(5). A claim may be secured or unsecured.

Proof of Claim

A proof of claim is a form used by the creditor to indicate the
amount of the debt owed by the debtor on the date of the
bankruptcy filing. The creditor must file the form with The
Garden City Group, Inc. as described in the instructions above
and in the Bar Date Notwee.

Secured Claim Under 11 US.C. § 506(n)
A secured claim is onc backed hy a lien on propernty of the debtor.
The claim is secured so lonag as the creditor has the right to be

Unsecured Claim

An unsecured claim is onc that does not meet the
requirements of a secured claim.

Priority claims are certain categorics of unsecured claims
that are paid from the available money or property ina
bankruptcy case before other unsecured claims.

Offers to Purchase a Claim
