Kramer Levin Naftalis & Frankel LLP (the “Applicant” or “Kramer_Levin”),

counsel to the Official Committee of Unsecured Creditors (the “Committee”) of the above
captioned as debtors and debtors-in-possession in these chapter 11 cases (collectively, the
“Debtors”), hereby submits its second interim application (the “Application”), pursuant to

sections 330(a) and 331 of title 11 of the United States Code (the “Bankruptcy Code”) and Rule

2016 of the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure (the “Bankruptcy Rules”), for the

allowance of compensation for the professional services performed by the Applicant for and on
behalf of the Committee for the period commencing October 1, 2009, through and including

January 31, 2010 (the “Second Interim Fee Period”), and for reimbursement of its actual and

necessary expenses incurred during the Second Interim Fee Period. In support of the

Application, the Applicant respectfully represents as follows:

PRELIMINARY STATEMENT

1. Throughout the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant continued to
play an integral role in the key activities critical to the outcome of these chapter 11 cases and has
been fully devoted to representing the interests of the Committee and general unsecured creditors
in all significant case matters.

2. As a result of the Sale Transaction, these estates currently hold New GM
Stock and Warrants with an estimated market value of $6-8 billion, as well as close to $1 billion
remaining in cash proceeds from a wind-down loan made by the United States Treasury to fund
the wind-down of these estates. The Applicant's work in these cases has been focused on
preserving the New GM Stock and Warrants for distribution to unsecured creditors and trying to

ensure that distribution occurs as soon as is practicable in these cases. To that end, the Applicant

has been working with the Committee and the Debtors to construct a chapter 11 plan that is

beneficial to unsecured creditors and protects the value of the New GM Stock and Warrants (as

well as certain litigation claims) for unsecured creditors. The Applicant has also focused on the

reconciliation, litigation and settlement of certain claims against these estates to ensure that the

Debtors have adequate funds for all administrative and priority claims, and appropriately

minimizes unsecured claims where appropriate.

The highlights of the Applicant’s work during the Second Interim Fee

Period are as follows:

Researching and developing the outline for a liquidating trust for general
unsecured claims;

Reviewing, analyzing and conferring with the Debtors on environmental
issues affecting the Debtors’ properties and the attendant remediation costs;

Exploring available insurance coverage to satisfy various types of claims
against the Debtors’ estates;

Negotiating the implementation of an alternative dispute resolution procedure
designed to expedite review and ultimate resolution of unsecured claims;

Investigating various defenses to significant claims;

Responding to over 2,000 distinct calls to the Committee’s telephone hotline
and to over 390 emails submitted through the Committee’s website from
general unsecured creditors;

Coordinating post-Sale Transaction issues between the Debtors and New GM;

Participating in Bankruptcy Court hearings on issues of importance to the
administration of these cases; and

Additional routine tasks typically required of Committee counsel, including,
among other things, holding regular conferences with the Committee members
regarding the status of these cases and financial affairs of the Debtors and
reviewing and analyzing various motions and applications.



SUMMARY OF PROFESSIONAL COMPENSATION
AND REIMBURSEMENT OF EXPENSES REQUESTED

4, This Application has been prepared in accordance with the Amended
Guidelines for Fees and Disbursements for Professionals in Southern District of New York

Bankruptcy Cases adopted by the Court on November 29, 2009 (the “Local Guidelines”), the

United States Trustee Guidelines for Reviewing Applications for Compensation and
Reimbursement of Expenses Filed Under 11 U.S.C. 8 330, adopted on January 30, 1996 (the

“UST Guidelines”), the Order Pursuant to sections 105(a) and 331 of the Bankruptcy Code,

Bankruptcy Rule 2016(a) and Local Bankruptcy Rule 2016-1, Establishing Procedures for
Interim  Monthly Compensation for Professionals [Docket No. 1334] (the *“Interim

Compensation Order”) and the First Status Report of the Fee Examiner [Docket No. 5002] (the

“Fee Examiner_Status Report” and collectively with the Interim Compensation Order, the

Local Guidelines and UST Guidelines, the “Guidelines”). Pursuant to the Local Guidelines, a
certification of Amy Caton regarding compliance with same is attached hereto as Exhibit “A.”

5. The Applicant seeks interim allowance of fees for professional services
rendered during the Second Interim Fee Period in the aggregate amount of $1,149,758.75 (the

“Second Interim Fees”) and reimbursement of expenses incurred in connection with rendition

of those services in the aggregate amount of $31,383.31 (the “Second Interim Expenses”).

6. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant’s attorneys and
paraprofessionals expended a total of 2,073.4 hours for which compensation is requested.

7. There is no agreement or understanding between the Applicant and any
other person, other than members of the Applicant, for the sharing of compensation to be

received for services rendered in these cases.
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8. Except as otherwise set forth herein, the fees charged by the Applicant in
these cases are billed in accordance with its existing billing rates and procedures set forth in the
Application of the Committee to Employ Kramer Levin Naftalis & Frankel LLP [Docket No.
1744] in effect during the Second Interim Fee Period. Consistent with Kramer Levin’s standard
billing practices, the Applicant increased the hourly billing rates for its professionals effective
January 1, 2010.* The billing rates the Applicant charges for the services rendered by its
professionals and paraprofessionals in these chapter 11 cases (including increases thereof) are the
same rates that the Applicant charges for professional and paraprofessional services rendered in
comparable non-bankruptcy matters. Such fees are reasonable based on the customary
compensation charged by comparably skilled practitioners in comparable non-bankruptcy cases
in a competitive national legal market.

9. Pursuant to the UST Guidelines, annexed hereto as Exhibit “B,” is a
schedule setting forth all professionals and paraprofessionals employed by the Applicant who
have performed services in these chapter 11 cases during the Second Interim Fee Period, the
capacities in which each such individual is employed by the Applicant, the department in which
each individual practices, the year in which the individual was first licensed to practice law in the
state of New York, the hourly billing rate charged by the Applicant for services performed by
such individual and the aggregate number of hours expended and fees billed.

10.  Annexed hereto as Exhibit “C” is a schedule specifying the categories of
expenses for which the Applicant is seeking reimbursement, the total amount for each such
expense category and a detailed listing of each of the expenses.

11. Pursuant to Section I1.D of the UST Guidelines, annexed hereto as

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Exhibit “D-1" is a summary of the Applicant’s time billed during the Second Interim Fee
Period, broken down by project categories as hereinafter described.

12.  The Applicant maintains computerized records of the time spent by all of
the Applicant’s attorneys and paraprofessionals in connection with the representation of the
Committee. These detailed time records were submitted to the “Notice Parties” specified in the
Interim Compensation Order as part of the Monthly Statements (defined below). Copies of the
final detailed time records for the Second Interim Fee Period are annexed hereto as Exhibit “D-
o

13. On November 16, 2009, the Applicant filed its first interim fee application

[Docket No. 4459] (the “First Interim Fee Application”)® for the allowance of compensation

for professional services rendered and for reimbursement of actual and necessary expenses
incurred from June 3, 2009 through September 30, 2009 seeking interim allowance of fees in
the aggregate amount of $4,539,910.50 and the interim allowance of the reimbursement for
actual and necessary expenses in the amount of $85,047.77. A hearing on the First Interim Fee
Application is scheduled for April 29, 2010.

14.  Since the commencement of these cases, the Applicant has provided the
appropriate notice parties with a monthly fee statement for each month for which compensation
was sought. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant provided the appropriate
notice parties with the following monthly fee statements:

. For October 1, 2009 through October 31, 2009, fees of $488,796.00 and
expenses of $11,420.29 (“October Statement”);

. For November 1, 2009 through November 30, 2009, fees of $335,708.75
and expenses of $5,661.20 (“November Statement”);

® Capitalized terms not otherwise defined herein shall have the meaning ascribed to them in the First Interim Fee
Application.
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. For December 1, 2009 through December 31, 2009, fees of $212,589.00
and expenses of $11,909.93 (“December Statement”); and

. For January 1, 2010 through January 31, 2010, fees of $113,068.00 and
expenses of $3,365.59 (“January Statement” and together with the
October Statement, the November Statement and the December Statement,
collectively, “Monthly Statements™).

15. In total, the Applicant has submitted Monthly Statements during the
Second Interim Fee Period for fees of $1,150,161.75 and expenses of $32,357.01. As of the date
of this Application, no notice party has objected to the Applicant’s Monthly Statements for the
Second Interim Fee Period.

16. Prior to the service of each Monthly Statement, the Applicant conducted
an internal review of fees and expenses incurred during that month. As a result of such review,
the Applicant determined to write off $9,721.25 in fees and $10,943.72 in expenses. The
Monthly Statements reflected the reduced amount after write offs. In addition, prior to the filing
of this Application, the Applicant conducted a further review and determined to write off an
additional $403.00 in fees and $973.70 in expenses. Accordingly, the Applicant hereby seeks
allowance of fees incurred for the Second Interim Fee Period in the amount of $1,149,758.75,
and the reimbursement of actual and necessary expenses incurred for the Second Interim Fee
Period in the amount of $31,383.31.

17. In accordance with the Interim Compensation Order, the Applicant sought
payment for 80% of its fees and 100% of its expenses incurred, pursuant to each Monthly
Statement filed with the Court. With respect to the October Statement, the Applicant received a
payment of $402,457.00, representing 80% of fees ($391,036.71°) and 100% of expenses

($11,420.29) requested. With respect to the November Statement, the Applicant received a

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payment of $274,228.20, representing 80% of fees ($268,567.00) and 100% of expenses
($5,661.20). With respect to the December Statement, the Applicant received a payment of
$181,981.13, representing 80% of fees ($170,071.20) and 100% of expenses ($11,909.93). With
respect to the January Statement, the Applicant has not yet received any payments.’

18. In total, therefore, pursuant to this Application, the Applicant respectfully
requests that the Court enter an order approving the payments received pursuant to the Monthly
Statements and directing the Debtors to pay the Applicant $228,655.74, representing 20% of the
Second Interim Fees (reflecting the deduction of the additional write-offs).

19. To the extent that time or disbursement charges for services rendered or
disbursements incurred relate to the Second Interim Fee Period, but were not processed prior to
the preparation of this Application, the Applicant reserves the right to request compensation for

such services and reimbursement of such expenses in a future application.

BACKGROUND

20.  On June 1, 2009 (the “Petition Date”), the Debtors filed a voluntary
petition for relief under chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code.? The Debtors continue to operate
their business as debtors-in-possession pursuant to sections 1107 and 1108 of the Bankruptcy
Code. The Debtors’ cases are being jointly-administered.

21.  On June 3, 2009 (the “Formation Date”), the United States Trustee for

the Southern District of New York (the “United States Trustee”) appointed the Committee

consisting of fifteen members. The nine current members of the Committee are: (1) Wilmington

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Trust Company, (2) Law Debenture Trust Company of New York, (3) The Industrial Division of
Communications Workers of America, AFL-CIO, (4) International Union, United Automobile
Aerospace and Agricultural Implement Workers of America, (5) United Steel, Paper and
Forestry, Rubber, Manufacturing, Energy, Allied Industrial and Service Workers International
Union, (6) Inteva Products, LLC, (7) Serra Chevrolet of Birmingham, Inc, (8) Genoveva
Bermudez, and (9) Kevin Schoenl.’

22. On the Formation Date, the Committee selected the Applicant as its
general bankruptcy counsel. Immediately thereafter, the Applicant commenced rendering legal
services to the Committee, pending the approval of its retention by this Court. By the order of

this Court dated July 1, 2009 [Docket No. 2854] (the “Retention Order”), the Applicant’s

retention was approved nunc pro tunc to June 3, 2009, pursuant to section 1103 of the

Bankruptcy Code.

SUMMARY OF LEGAL SERVICES RENDERED

23. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant’s efforts were largely
focused on coordinating with the Debtors and the other interested parties on key issues
concerning the orderly wind down of the Debtors’ estates. The legal services rendered by the
Applicant during the Second Interim Fee Period are summarized below. The following summary
is not a detailed description of the work performed, as the day-to-day services and the time
expended in performing such services are fully set forth in the detailed time records. Rather, in
compliance with the UST Guidelines, the following summary highlights certain areas in which

services were rendered by the Applicant to and for the benefit of the Committee, and identifies

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some of the issues to which the Applicant devoted significant time and efforts during the Second
Interim Fee Period.

24. The summary is divided according to the project billing codes that the
Applicant created to best reflect the categories of tasks that it was required to perform in
connection with these chapter 11 cases. Nevertheless, under the circumstances, and given the
interconnectedness of all the issues in these chapter 11 cases, certain of these categories may
overlap with each other.

25.  The Applicant respectfully submits that its services throughout the Second
Interim Fee Period warrant this Court’s approval of its requested fees and expenses, including
the payment of the 20% *“hold-back” of the Second Interim Fees.
A. Case Administration

Billing Code: 00001
(Fees: $44,759.00/Hours Billed: 75.3)

26. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant continued to keep
abreast of the information, schedules, motions and other pleadings filed in the Debtors’
bankruptcy cases. The Applicant devoted a significant amount of time to the administrative
tasks necessary for the efficient day-to-day management of these cases, including, but not limited
to: internal organizational meetings; maintaining a work-in-progress report detailing the status of
current pending items; monitoring calendars of critical dates; routine communications and
correspondences; monitoring the case docket on a daily basis; continuously updating files in
connection with the Debtors’ bankruptcy cases; and maintaining contact sheets and e-mail
macros for Committee members.

27. In performing the above tasks, to conserve costs, the Applicant utilized

paraprofessionals whenever possible to perform administrative non-legal tasks.  Such
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paraprofessional fees were incurred directly in connection with the administration of the case and
were necessary and appropriate to deal with the volume of documents involved in these cases.
B. General Adversary Proceedings

Billing Code: 00002
(Fees: $3,723.50/Hours Billed: 8.0)

28. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Committee, through Butzel
Long as conflicts counsel, continued its adversary proceeding against the Prepetition Term Loan
Lenders investigating the perfection of certain liens. This lawsuit is potentially a valuable asset
that, pursuant to the terms of the Final DIP Order, belongs to unsecured creditors. The Applicant
continues to work with Butzel Long to analyze and monitor this adversary proceeding and to be
available to answer any inquiries of Committee members.

29. In addition, the Applicant monitored the adversary proceeding
commenced by the Saturn class action against New GM. In connection with this adversary
proceeding, the Applicant reviewed, analyzed and summarized the underlying complaint as well
as the other pleadings filed in connection therewith.

C. Automatic Stay Matters/Relief

Billing Code: 00003
(Fees: $60,066.50/Hours Billed: 111.0)

30. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant reviewed, analyzed,
summarized and provided recommendations to the Committee with respect to the legal and
financial aspects of motions filed by third parties to obtain relief from the automatic stay.

31. In addition, the Applicant focused its attention on the automatic stay issues
surrounding the Debtors’ involvement in another debtor’s bankruptcy case: Bill Heard

Enterprises (a GM dealership franchisee) (the “Bill Heard Debtors™) filed for chapter 11

protection in the Bankruptcy Court of the Northern District of Alabama (the “Alabama

Bankruptcy Court”) in September 2008. Prior to the Debtors’ Petition Date, the Alabama

10
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Bankruptcy Court ordered General Motors to transfer certain funds into escrow in which the
Debtors, New GM, GMAC (which provided floor plan financing to the Bill Heard Debtors) and
the Bill Heard Debtors all ultimately claimed an interest in. In August 2008, after the Debtors
and the Committee began investigating these transfers, GMAC filed an adversary proceeding
against the Debtors and New GM in the Alabama Bankruptcy Court seeking a declaratory
judgment that the transfers were not avoidable and that the adversary proceeding did not violate
the automatic stay in the General Motors Debtors’ bankruptcy cases. The Committee actively
negotiated a settlement agreement among all the interested parties by which the Debtors’ estates
received a portion of the escrowed funds on account of the potential avoidable transfers. In
addition, the Applicant has consulted with the Debtors on other automatic stay issues involving
the Bill Heard Debtors.

D. Insurance and Other Business Issues

Billing Code: 00004
(Fees: $132,757.50/Hours Billed: 217.6)

32. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Debtors approached the
Committee to address various insurance issues. The Debtor maintains various primary and
excess insurance policies providing various avenues of coverage. Over the course of the past
several months, the Committee has reviewed each of the policies and discussed the relevant
terms of each with the Committee for purposes of determining whether such policies have value.
The Committee has met with the Debtors and various other professionals to discuss not only the
existing policies, but also additional policies that will be needed on a going-forward basis in
order to provide the Debtors with appropriate coverage throughout its liquidation process.

33. In addition, during the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant devoted

time to other business issues, including relocation of the Debtors’ headquarters.
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E. Meetings With Debtors/Other Major Constituents
Billing Code: 00005
(Fees: $55,772.50/Hours Billed: 81.2)

34, During the Second Interim Fee Period the Applicant was actively involved
in negotiating and consulting with the Debtors and other key constituencies on wind down
operations, including assessing environmental concerns, international issues, asbestos and
product liability claims, and developing the details of a plan of liquidation. These negotiations
required the Applicant’s participation on several conference calls and in-person meetings with
the Debtors’ professionals. In particular, the Committee professionals met with the Debtors’
professionals on October 13, 2009 and December 15, 2009. In addition, on January 7, 2010, the
Applicant attended a meeting with the full Committee, the Debtors and their professionals.
During this meeting, the parties spent several hours discussing the claims reconciliation process
and outline for a plan of liquidation. Moreover, to adequately prepare for such negotiations and
strategize about the Debtors’ cases generally, the Applicant spent time coordinating, and
preparing for such meetings with the Committee and the Committee’s and Debtors’
professionals.

F. DIP Financing/Cash Collateral

Billing Code: 00006
(Fees: $20,816.00/Hours Billed: 37.5)

35. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant reviewed the debtor-
in-possession loan agreement and conducted an analysis of the collateral under this agreement.
In conjunction with this analysis, the Applicant researched applicable law under the Uniform
Commercial Code relating to proceeds of avoidance actions and continued to review the
Amended DIP Credit Agreement for various logistical questions relating to the Debtors’

financing.
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G. Claims Administration and Objections
Billing Code: 00007
(Fees: $186,368.50/Hours Billed: 324.3)

36. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant devoted a significant
amount of time to researching and analyzing optimal procedures for estimation and ultimate
resolution of unsecured claims. The Applicant researched applicable precedent regarding
estimation procedures for the various types of claims against the Debtors’” estates. In addition,
the Applicant analyzed and negotiated the terms of the proposed alternative dispute resolution
procedures designed to expedite and streamline the claims reconciliation process. The Applicant
began drafting a statement in support of the proposed alternative dispute resolution procedures.

37.  The Applicant has worked closely with its financial advisors, FTI
Consulting, Inc., and the Debtors to monitor the claims reconciliation process. In connection
with the general bar date for the four original Debtors (which expired on November 30, 2009),
certain holders of GM Nova Scotia bonds filed a motion seeking to either be excused from filing
a proof of claim on account of a guarantee claim against the Debtors or, in the alternative, asking
that the motion be deemed a proof of claim for the guarantee claim. The Applicant reviewed and
analyzed this motion and ultimately filed an objection to this motion on behalf of the Committee.
The Applicant has spent a significant amount of time analyzing the various issues regarding the
GM Nova Scotia bonds, including reviewing and analyzing the underlying documents and
researching applicable law on the enforceability of claims filed in connection with the GM Nova
Scotia bonds.

38.  The Applicant reviewed and commented on several motions for additional
bar dates in the Debtors’ bankruptcy cases (with regard to property claims and for the two

additional Debtors that filed for bankruptcy on October 9, 2009).
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H. Corporate & Securities Matters
Billing Code: 00008
(Fees: $4,514.00/Hours Billed: 8.5)

39. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant spent time reviewing
and analyzing the amended and restated warrants in connection with the corporate re-naming of

New GM.

l. Creditor Communications
Billing Code: 00009
(Fees: $81,084.50/Hours Billed: 211.7)

40. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant spent a significant
amount of time discharging its duties under section 1102 of the Bankruptcy Code, providing
general information to and answering specific questions, calls, e-mails and letters from thousands
of concerned general unsecured creditors on a variety of issues related to the Debtors bankruptcy
cases.

41. The Applicant maintained its website with Epiq Bankruptcy Solutions at

www.motorsliquidationcreditorscommittee.com (the “Committee Website™), which was created

to ease the administrative burden of communicating with thousands of creditors. The Applicant
spent time continually updating the Committee Website, which contained general case
information, frequently asked questions and answers, a chapter 11 overview, information on
buying and selling claims, the deadlines and forms for filing proofs of claim in the Debtors’
bankruptcy cases, the contact information for the primary parties in the Debtors’ bankruptcy
cases, and access to key court documents in the Debtors bankruptcy cases.

42.  Creditors may submit questions through either an e-mail inquiry form

(maintained through the Committee Website) or the dedicated General Motors Committee
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hotline. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant responded to approximately 390 e-
mails, approximately 2,000 telephone calls and scores of faxes and letters.
J. Committee Meetings/Communications

Billing Code: 00010
(Fees: $40,018.00/Hours Billed: 70.3)

43. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant conducted monthly
meetings with the members, either in-person or telephonically, to keep them up to speed on
current issues in the bankruptcy cases and to discuss, analyze and vote on Committee positions
with respect to certain matters requiring the Committee’s stance. At such meetings, the
Applicant updated the Committee members on important events in the Debtors’ bankruptcy cases
and answered Committee members’ questions and concerns.

44.  The Applicant also drafted agendas of the matters to be discussed and
prepared materials to be reviewed in connection with each meeting. The Applicant took the
minutes of each meeting, which were then subsequently approved by the Committee. When
appropriate, in lieu of in-person or telephonic meetings, the Applicant corresponded with the
Committee members electronically.

K.  Employee Benefits/Labor Issues

Billing Code: 00011
(Fees: $15,087.50/Hours Billed: 28.3)

45.  Asdiscussed in the First Interim Fee Application, the Applicant devoted a
significant amount of time to the negotiation and ultimate settlement among the Debtors, the
IUE-CWA, USW and certain other unions over modification of health care benefits. During the
Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant finalized a memorandum to the Committee regarding
its recommendation on the proposed settlement. In addition, in the days leading up to a hearing

on the proposed settlement, the Applicant reviewed and commented on the proposed order and

analyzed additional issues relating to apportionment of the allowed claim among the various
unions.
L. Environmental Issues

Billing Code: 00015
(Fees: $98,747.00/Hours Billed: 184.3)

46.  As discussed in the First Interim Fee Application, the identification,
analysis and appropriate resolution of the material environmental claims against the Debtors’
remaining properties constitutes a major aspect of these cases and a potential hurdle to
confirmation of a chapter 11 plan. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant devoted
a significant amount of time to reviewing the environmental liabilities associated with the
Debtors’ various manufacturing sites left behind in the wake of the Sale Transaction. The
Debtors owned and operated over 200 properties that were left behind following the Sale
Transaction. The Applicant has put together a small team of environmental lawyers to better
understand the Debtors’ environmental liabilities and participate in negotiations and monitoring
the Debtors’ efforts. Together with FTI, the Applicant, organized and participated in various
conference calls with the Debtors and their environmental consultants in order to understand the
costs of environmental remediation on a site-by-site basis. In addition, the Applicant researched
the Debtors’ potential unsecured liability for various superfund sites.

47. Following the passage of the bar date, the Applicant reviewed and

analyzed the various environmental claims filed against the Debtors’ estates.

48. Finally, the Applicant analyzed and commented on the environmental
issues contained in chapter 11 plan term sheets exchanged between the Debtors and the

Committee.
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M. Hearings
Billing Code: 00016
(Fees: $29,511.00/Hours Billed: 57.9)

49, During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Court held eleven hearings,
both omnibus and special hearings, with respect to a myriad of issues related to the Debtors’
bankruptcy cases. The Applicant spent a significant amount of time preparing for and
participating in the following hearings:

e the hearings regarding new debtor filing by REALM and ENCORE;
e the hearing with respect to the union settlement;
e the hearing with respect to the Saturn class action restraining order;

e the hearing with respect to the motion of certain noteholders to modify the Bar
Date Order;

e several omnibus hearings with respect to claims objections, automatic stay
matters and rejection motions.

50.  The Applicant also spent a significant amount of time resolving disputes
relating to these various matters prior to certain of the hearings to ensure that relief could be
obtained for the benefit of the Debtors’ estates in a consensual and efficient manner.

51. In addition to the Applicant’s participation at the various hearings, the
Applicant devoted time to reviewing hearing agendas and preparation of hearing binders and
other documents required for each hearing conducted before the Court.

N. Executory Contracts/Leases

Billing Code: 00018
(Fees: $22,203.50/Hours Billed: 29.0)

52. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant reviewed and
summarized for the Committee the material terms of the Debtors’ numerous motions rejecting
the executory contracts and leases pursuant to section 365 of the Bankruptcy Code. In particular,

the Applicant spent time reviewing and analyzing JSSI contract issues and a stipulation to
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assume and assign the ACE insurance policy. Each of these transactions implicated issues with
New GM and the Committee reviewed these transactions carefully to ensure that there were no
potential conflicts between the Debtors’ estates and New GM’s interests.

O.  Fee Application/Monthly Invoices

Billing Code: 00019
(Fees: $52,901.00/Hours Billed: 139.6)

53. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant prepared, reviewed
and served each of the Monthly Statements and the First Interim Fee Application in accordance
with the Order Establishing Procedures for Interim Monthly Compensation for Professionals.

54, In addition, the Applicant actively participated in the search for and
retention of a fee examiner, which required consultation with the Committee, the Debtors,
Debtors’ counsel and the United States Trustee.

P. Appellate Issues

Billing Code: 00022
(Fees: $8,291.50/Hours Billed: 17.2)

55. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant monitored and
updated the Committee with respect to pending appeals to the Sale Transaction.
Q. Tax Issues

Billing Code: 00023
(Fees: $13,879.50/Hours Billed: 19.9)

56. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant analyzed and
commented on the tax issues contained in the chapter 11 plan term sheet. In addition, the
Applicant engaged in discussions with the Debtors on the potential submission of private letter

rulings to the Internal Revenue Service relating to a chapter 11 plan.
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R. International Issues
Billing Code: 00025
(Fees: $49,774.00/Hours Billed: 80.6)

57. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant spent a significant
amount of time analyzing issues involved GM Strasbourg, a non-Debtor subsidiary of Motors
Liquidation Company in France. The Applicant met with the Debtors to explore potential
transactions for GM Strasbourg. In addition, the Applicant researched the Debtors’ potential
exposure to liability arising from GM Strasbourg.

S. Retention of Professionals

Billing Code: 00026
(Fees: $5,846.50/Hours Billed: 8.9)

58.  As discussed in the First Interim Fee Application, the Applicant spent a
significant amount of time reviewing, analyzing and researching the application to retain
Evercore Group, LLC (“Evercore”) as the Debtors’ financial advisor. During the Second
Interim Fee Period, the Applicant finalized the negotiated modifications to the terms of
Evercore’s retention.

59. In addition, during the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant reviewed
supplemental declarations filed by certain of the Debtors’ professionals and reviewed the
Debtors’ applications to retain additional professionals.

T. Plan and Disclosure Statement

Billing Code: 00027
(Fees: $74,798.50/Hours Billed: 116.5)

60.  During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant spent a significant
amount of time analyzing and preparing models for potential plan structures. The Applicant
researched applicable corporate securities law and bankruptcy law and developed a draft term

sheet outlining the terms of a liquidating trust for general unsecured claims.
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61. In January 2010, the Committee received a draft chapter 11 plan term
sheet. The Applicant reviewed and analyzed the term sheet and began preparing a list of plan
issues. In addition, as described in other sections of the Application, the Applicant analyzed the
tax and environmental implications of the plan term sheet.

U. Travel

Billing Code: 00031
(Fees: $3,818.75/Hours Billed: 6.0)

62.  The non-working travel matter includes time for traveling to and from
various destinations as part of its representation of the Committee, including, but not limited to,
this Court for hearings, the offices of Weil Gotshal and Manges, LLP (as bankruptcy counsel to
the Debtors) for meetings with the Debtors, and 80 Broad Street for the 341 meeting. The
Applicant has agreed that non-working travel time will be billed at 50% and the billed time
reflects this reduction.

V. Motions

Billing Code: 00032
(Fees: $20,259.50/Hours Billed: 44.7)

63. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant, in consultation with
the Committee’s financial advisor, reviewed, analyzed, summarized and provided
recommendations to the Committee with respect to the legal and financial aspects of the motions
filed by the Debtors and other parties-in-interest in these cases. To adequately assert the
Committee’s positions, the Applicant, when directed to do so by the Committee, prepared formal
and informal responses or negotiated a resolution on behalf of the Committee. In each case,
every effort was made to resolve disputes efficiently and consensually. As a result, the
Committee participated in relatively few contested proceedings in these cases.

64. In addition to the specific motions discussed in other sections of this

Application, during the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant focused on the following types
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of motions: motions/stipulations to lift or modify the automatic stay, motions to compel
production pursuant to Bankruptcy Rule 2004 and motions for administrative expense claims.
W.  Tort/Asbestos Issues

Billing Code: 00035
(Fees: $37,814.00/Hours Billed: 79.4)

65. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant explored available
means to establish representatives for the present and future asbestos claimants. The Applicant
researched and drafted a memorandum for the Committee on the purpose of a future claims
representative. In addition, the Applicant engaged in numerous discussions with the asbestos
representative on the Committee, the Debtors and the United States Trustee on the need to
appoint a present asbestos representative. As a result of these various discussions, in March
2010 the United States Trustee appointed a present asbestos committee and the Debtors filed a
motion to retain a futures asbestos representative.

X. Other Asset Sales and Analysis

Billing Code: 00040
(Fees: $10,566.50/Hours Billed: 16.7)

66. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant, reviewed and
analyzed the draft purchase agreement to sell property in Wilmington, Delaware.
Y. Wind Down Issues

Billing Code: 00041
(Fees: $76,380.00/Hours Billed: 99.0)

67.  Following the closing of the Sale Transaction, the Applicant devoted time
to following up on a variety of case issues relating to the orderly wind-down of the Debtors’
estates. Specifically, the Applicant conferred with counsel to the Debtors on a regular basis as to
the status of recently filed motions, potential assets sales and upcoming hearings. The Applicant
coordinated internally and with the Debtors on a regular basis to ensure that Committee members

were apprised of any relevant matters in an efficient and timely basis.
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STATEMENT OF KRAMER LEVIN

68. The foregoing professional services performed by the Applicant were
appropriate and necessary. They were in the best interests of creditors, the Debtors and other
parties-in-interest. Compensation for the foregoing services as requested is commensurate with
the complexity, importance and nature of the problems, issues or tasks involved. The
professional services were performed in an appropriately expeditious and efficient manner.

69. The professional services performed by the Applicant on behalf of the
Committee during the Second Interim Fee Period required an aggregate expenditure of 2,073.4
recorded hours by the Applicant’s members, counsel, associates and paraprofessionals. Of the
aggregate time expended, 636.4 recorded hours were expended by partners and counsel of the
Applicant, 1,127.0 recorded hours were expended by associates, and 310.0 recorded hours were
expended by paraprofessionals of the Applicant.

70. During the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant’s hourly billing rates
for attorneys ranged from $385 to $950 per hour. Non-working travel time was billed at 50%.
Allowance of compensation in the amount requested would result in a blended hourly billing rate
for attorneys of approximately $606.00 per hour (based upon 1763.4 recorded hours for attorneys
at the Applicant’s regular billing rates in effect at the time of the performance of services), and a
total blended hourly billing rate for the Applicant’s members, counsel, associates, and
paraprofessionals of $554.53. Such fees are reasonable based on the customary compensation
charged by comparably skilled practitioners in comparable bankruptcy cases in a competitive
national legal market. As noted, attached hereto in Exhibit “B” is a schedule listing each the

Applicant professional and paraprofessional who performed services in these cases during the
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Second Interim Fee Period, the hourly rate charged by the Applicant for services performed by
each individual and the aggregate number of hours and charges by each individual.

ACTUAL AND NECESSARY DISBURSEMENTS OF KRAMER LEVIN

71.  As set forth in Exhibit “C” hereto, the Applicant has disbursed $31,383.31
as expenses incurred in providing professional services during the Second Interim Fee Period.
Pursuant to the Applicant’s policies (which we believe are comparable to those of other New
York City law firms), the Applicant has (and will continue) to pay certain expenses of
professionals who work past 8:00 p.m. and on weekends and holidays in the service of its clients.
For example, the Applicant seeks reimbursement for up to $20 in meal charges for late-working
professionals in accordance with the UST Guidelines and the Fee Examiner Status Report.® The
Applicant’s regular practice is not to include components for those charges in overhead when
establishing billing rates and to charge its clients for these and all other out-of-pocket
disbursements incurred during the regular course of the rendition of services. These expenses are
routinely billed to and paid by the Applicant’s clients, who recognize the efficiency of having a
few professionals working long hours, with increased disbursements, as opposed to larger and
less efficient teams.

72, However, the Applicant has adopted more stringent guidelines and
procedures for the Debtors’ bankruptcy cases. For example, the Applicant determined that its
average car service expense is approximately $75 per trip and determined that it will not seek
reimbursement of car service charges for late-working professionals to the extent that such

charges exceed the $75 average — that is, where the charge is less than $75, the Applicant seeks

19 To the extent the cost of the meal was over $20, the Applicant has limited its request for reimbursement to $20. In
applying such guidelines during the Second Interim Fee Period, the Applicant did not request reimbursement
relating to meal expenses incurred in the amount of $253.71.
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reimbursement of the actual charge, and where the charge exceeds $75, the Applicant limits its
request for reimbursement to $75.

73.  With respect to photocopying expenses, the Applicant charged $0.10 per
page. The Applicant does not charge for facsimile transmissions, other than the cost of long
distance facsimiles at applicable toll charge rates, which invariably are less than $1.25 per page
as permitted by the Guidelines. Each of these categories of expenses does not exceed the
maximum rate set by the Guidelines. These charges are intended to cover the Applicant’s direct
operating costs, which costs are not incorporated into the Applicant’s hourly billing rates. Only
clients who actually use services of the types set forth in Exhibit “C” are separately charged for
such services. The effect of including such expenses as part of the hourly billing rates would
impose that cost upon clients who do not require extensive photocopying and other facilities and
services. The amount of the standard photocopying charge is intended to allow the Applicant to
cover the related expenses of its photocopying service. A determination of the actual expenses
per page for photocopying, however, is dependent on both the volume of copies and the total
expenses attributable to photocopying on an annual basis.

74, In addition, due to the location of Committee members, long-distance
telephone calls were required. On several occasions, overnight delivery of documents and other
materials was required. On other occasions, in-person meetings were required. These
disbursements are not included in the Applicant’s overhead for the purpose of setting billing
rates.

75.  The Applicant has made every effort to minimize its disbursements in
these cases. The actual expenses incurred in providing professional services were absolutely

necessary, reasonable, and justified under the circumstances to serve the needs of the Committee.
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THE REQUESTED COMPENSATION SHOULD BE ALLOWED

76. Section 331 of the Bankruptcy Code provides for interim compensation of
professionals and incorporates the substantive standards of section 330 to govern the Court’s
award of such compensation. 11 U.S.C. § 331. Section 330 provides that a court may award a
professional employed under section 328 of the Bankruptcy Code “reasonable compensation for
actual necessary services rendered . . . and reimbursement for actual, necessary expenses.” 11
U.S.C. §330(a)(1). Section 330 also sets forth the criteria for the award of such compensation
and reimbursement:

In determining the amount of reasonable compensation to be

awarded . . ., the court should consider the nature, the extent, and
the value of such services, taking into account all relevant factors,
including —

(A)  the time spent on such services;
(B)  the rates charged for such services;

(C)  whether the services were necessary to the
administration of, or beneficial at the time at which the
service was rendered toward the completion of, a case
under this title;

(D)  whether the services were performed within a
reasonable amount of time commensurate with the
complexity, importance, and nature of the problem, issue,
or task addressed;

(E)  with respect to a professional person, whether the
person is board certified or otherwise has demonstrated
skill and experience in the bankruptcy field; and

(F)  whether the compensation is reasonable based on
the customary compensation charged by comparably skilled
practitioners in cases other than cases under this title.

11 U.S.C. § 330(2)(3).

77.  Here, the Applicant respectfully submits that the services for which it

seeks compensation in this Application were, at the time rendered, believed to be necessary for,

beneficial to, and in the best interests of, the Committee. The Applicant further submits that the
compensation requested herein is reasonable in light of the nature, extent, and value of such
services to the Committee. The services rendered by the Applicant were consistently performed
in a timely manner commensurate with the complexity, importance, and nature of the issues
involved. The Applicant respectfully submits that approval of the compensation sought herein is
warranted.
NOTICE

78. Notice of this Application has been provided in accordance with the
Interim Compensation Order and the Fee Examiner Status Report. Because of the nature of the
relief requested, the Committee submits that such notice is sufficient and that no further notice of

the relief requested in the Application need be given to any party.

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CONCLUSION

WHEREFORE, the Applicant respectfully requests that the Court enter an order

(1) awarding the Applicant the interim allowance of (a) fees for the Second Interim Fee Period in

the aggregate amount of $1,149,758.75, and (b) the reimbursement for actual and necessary

expenses the Applicant incurred during the Second Interim Fee Period in the amount of

$31,383.31; (ii) authorizing and directing the Debtors to pay the Applicant $228,655.74,

representing all unpaid amounts for the Second Interim Fee Period; and (iii) granting such other

relief as is just.
