UNITED STATES BANKRUPTCY JUDGE: 
 

Motors Liquidation Company (f/k/a General Motors Corporation) (“MLC”) and 

its affiliated debtors, as debtors in possession (collectively, the “Debtors”), respectfully 

represent: 
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Relief Requested 

1. The Debtors file this 206th omnibus objection to certain claims (the 

“206th Omnibus Objection to Claims”), pursuant to section 502(b) of title 11, United States 

Code (the “Bankruptcy Code”), Rule 3007(d) of the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure 

(the “Bankruptcy Rules”), this Court’s order approving procedures for the filing of omnibus 

objections to proofs of claim filed in these chapter 11 cases (the “Procedures Order”) (ECF No. 

4180), and this Court’s order approving the procedures relating to the filing of proofs of claim 

(the “Bar Date Order”) (ECF No. 4079), seeking entry of an order disallowing and expunging 

the claims listed on Exhibit “A” annexed hereto.1  

2. The Debtors have examined the proofs of claim identified on Exhibit “A”, 

and have determined that the proofs of claim listed under the heading “Claims to be Disallowed 

and Expunged” (collectively, the “Claims Against GMAC”) seek recovery for the liabilities of 

General Motors Acceptance Corporation (“GMAC”), an entirely separate company from 

General Motors Corporation (“GM”) that is not a debtor in these chapter 11 cases.  Holders of 

Claims Against GMAC likely filed such claims out of confusion due to the similarity in name 

between GM and GMAC.  Pursuant to section 502(b) of the Bankruptcy Code, Bankruptcy Rule 

3007, and the Procedures Order, the Debtors seek entry of an order disallowing and expunging 

from the claims register the Claims Against GMAC.  Further, the Debtors reserve all of their 

rights to object on any other basis to any Claims Against GMAC as to which the Court does not 

grant the relief requested herein.

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Jurisdiction 

3. This Court has jurisdiction to consider this matter pursuant to 28 U.S.C. 

§§ 157 and 1334.  This is a core proceeding pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 157(b).   

Background 

4. On June 1, 2009, four of the Debtors (the “Initial Debtors”)2 commenced 

with this Court voluntary cases under chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code, and on October 9, 

2009, two additional Debtors (the “REALM/ENCORE Debtors”)3 commenced with this Court 

voluntary cases under chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code, which cases are jointly administered 

with those of the Initial Debtors under Case Number 09-50026 (REG).  On September 15, 2009, 

the Initial Debtors filed their schedules of assets and liabilities and statements of financial affairs, 

which were amended on October 4, 2009.  On October 15, 2009, the REALM/ENCORE Debtors 

filed their schedules of assets and liabilities and statements of financial affairs.   

5. On September 16, 2009, this Court entered an order (ECF No. 4079) 

establishing November 30, 2009 as the deadline for each person or entity to file a proof of claim 

in the Initial Debtors’ cases, including governmental units.  On December 2, 2009, this Court 

entered an order (ECF No. 4586) establishing February 1, 2010 as the deadline for each person 

or entity to file a proof of claim in the REALM/ENCORE Debtors’ cases (except governmental 

units, as defined in section 101(27) of the Bankruptcy Code, for which the Court established 

April 16, 2010 as the deadline to file proofs of claim).

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6. Furthermore, on October 6, 2009, this Court entered the Procedures Order, 

which authorizes the Debtors, among other things, to file omnibus objections to no more than 

100 claims at a time, under various grounds, including those set forth in Bankruptcy Rule 

3007(d) and those additional grounds set forth in the Procedures Order.   

The Relief Requested Should Be Approved by the Court 

7. A filed proof of claim is “deemed allowed, unless a party in interest . . . 

objects.”  11 U.S.C. § 502(a).  If an objection refuting at least one of the claim’s essential 

allegations is asserted, the claimant has the burden to demonstrate the validity of the claim.  See 

In re Oneida Ltd., 400 B.R. 384, 389 (Bankr. S.D.N.Y. 2009); In re Adelphia Commc’ns Corp., 

Ch. 11 Case No. 02-41729 (REG), 2007 Bankr. LEXIS 660 at *15 (Bankr. S.D.N.Y. Feb. 20, 

2007); In re Rockefeller Ctr. Props., 272 B.R. 524, 539 (Bankr. S.D.N.Y. 2000). 

8. Section 502(b)(1) of the Bankruptcy Code provides, in relevant part, that a 

claim may not be allowed to the extent that “such claim is unenforceable against the debtor and 

property of the debtor, under any agreement or applicable law.”  11 U.S.C. § 502(b)(1).  

Moreover, the Procedures Order provides that the Debtors may file omnibus objections to claims 

that “seek recovery of amounts for which the Debtors are not liable.”  (Procedures Order at 2.) 

9. As set forth above, the Claims Against GMAC are all claims that are not 

properly asserted against the Debtors.  Moreover, none of the Claims Against GMAC provide 

any suggestion or supporting documentation for the proposition that any of the Debtors are co-

liable for the Claims Against GMAC.  Put simply, the Debtors are not liable for claims against 

unrelated, non-Debtor third parties.   

10. The Debtors believe that holders asserting Claims Against GMAC were 

confused by the similarity of names between GM and GMAC.  GMAC, now known as Ally 

Financial Inc., used to be majority owned by MLC but that is no longer the case.   
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11. As such, the Debtors are not liable for the Claims Against GMAC.  To 

avoid the possibility of improper recovery against the Debtors’ estates and for the benefit of the 

proper creditors of the Debtors, the Debtors request that the Court disallow and expunge in their 

entirety the Claims Against GMAC. 

Notice 

12. Notice of this 206th Omnibus Objection to Claims has been provided to 

each claimant listed on Exhibit “A” and parties in interest in accordance with the Fifth Amended 

Order Pursuant to 11 U.S.C. § 105(a) and Fed. R. Bankr. P. 1015(c) and 9007 Establishing 

Notice and Case Management Procedures, dated January 3, 2011 (ECF No. 8360).  The Debtors 

submit that such notice is sufficient and no other or further notice need be provided.   

13. No previous request for the relief sought herein has been made by the 

Debtors to this or any other Court. 

WHEREFORE the Debtors respectfully request entry of an order granting the 

relief requested herein and such other and further relief as is just.
